When?

e Inflamed tissue due to denture trauma or infection

e Immediately after pre-prosthetic surgery

e Immediately after teeth extraction and when
immediate dentures are planned

e Healing phase in implant procedures

Clinical Case with GC Tissue Conditioner

Why?

» Long lasting softness allows the shape to adapt as
the mucosa changes over time, for better healing and
greater patient comfort

How?

e Reline the denture with Tissue Conditioner or
Reline Extra Soft for a few days or weeks
(depending on the patient)

» Afterwards, depending on the condition of the tissue,
reline with Reline Soft or Reline

Soft relining

When?
e Presence of bony prominence on the
maxillary or mandibular arch
» Severe undercuts on the ridge
e Knife edge mandibular ridge
e Whenever additional suction is required
e After the tissue healing phase in implant techniques

Why?

e Very thin and resorbed mandibular ridges (common
in more mature patients) also means that the overlying
mucosa is very thin and will easily be traumatised
by the hard denture base

e Severely resorbed lower ridges may expose the
mental foreman to the pressure of the denture base —
that area will need a soft relining cushion

When?

e Patients who do not want to be without dentures
during the time it takes for a laboratory made

hard relining

e After a soft reline or tissue conditioning, and once the

patient’s mucosa has effectively healed

How?
e Reline the full or partial denture with Reline

When?

e Partial denture (1 to 3 elements) after implant surgery

e Immediate prosthesis after extraction to facilitate
healing before implant insertion

e After bone augmentation procedures

e Relining of complete denture after implant surgery

Why?

e Improve retention of prostheses after surgery

e Reduce pain by uniformly distributing the occlusal
load on the denture bearing mucosa

e Aesthetic purposes especially in the anterior region

« Avoid traumatic pressure at the implant site

How?

1. Two-step technique for submerged implants and
immediate dentures after extraction

Firstly condition the tissue with Tissue Conditioner
or Reline Extra Soft. Do this 30 to 45 minutes
after surgery and leave for about 2-3 weeks. Follow
with a soft relining for 3 weeks to 1 month with
Tissue Conditioner or Reline Soft. Finalise the
treatment with Reline.

2. One-step technique around the implant healing
screws so the gingiva heals

Condition the tissue 30 to 45 minutes after surgery
with Tissue Conditioner or Reline Extra Soft.
Leave for about 2-3 weeks. In the final stage
of treatment, soft reline with Reline Soft or
Tissue Conditioner.

3. In the case of a small posterior edentulous
area, avoid giving any temporary
removable dentures (if the patient
agrees). Ideally do soft relining directly

Ideally, you won't have to perform
tissue conditioning. Instead, wait
for 3 weeks, then directly reline
with soft relining material
Tissue Conditioner or Reline Soft.
Once 3 weeks have elapsed, hard
reline with Reline.
